In spite of all the health and scheduling challenges this year has brought, 

we were able to hold several camps throughout the summer season. We 

could see in May that it would be unlikely that we would be able to have 

any camps until July, so we moved our Ladies Summer Getaway and 

Junior Camp later into the summer. Then, in the middle of Staff Training, 

we learned that our camp size would be limited to fifty campers per event 

based on our governor’s order. Following the guidance of our local health 

department and making many last-minute changes, we were able to have 

a 2-night family camp followed by six 2 ½-day “mini-camps” to 

accommodate all those still able to attend. At least we had camp! 

Our second goal was to be safe and healthy! We did a LOT of additional 

daily cleaning and followed new health protocols. By the grace of God, we 

got through our schedule with no signs of COVID-19 on camp. 

 

The most important goal was to see the Lord work in lives through the 

preaching of the Bible. If this did not happen, the extra effort would not 

have been worth it. While I would not pretend to say that 2 ½ day camps 

were as effective as full-week camps, the Lord did do some great things. 

Several kids were saved, and many important spiritual decisions were 

made. We were also blessed to have some first-time groups attend camp! 

Our prayer was that we would hear even years down the road of great 

spiritual decisions made in 2020 so that we could marvel at the Lord’s 

ability to do so much when our circumstances had so little to offer.

The work is being done by local contractors with a Christian contractor 

overseeing the project. Once we near the end of this phase, we will need 

additional help moving on to the next phase. While a single donor is
